PA Smoking Ban
Affects You

Effective September 11th, 2008, employ—
ers are required to:

* Beasmoke free workplace, unless your
business is covered by a few narrow
exceptions.

* Post “NO SMOKING?” signs in your
business.

“No Smoking” signs can also be down-
loaded through the Department of Health
Web site at www.health.state.pa.us or
purchase online at www.PACTonline.org.
“Smoking Permitted” signs must be promi-
nently posted at every entrance to a public
place where smoking is permitted under the
Act. Violators face fines up to $1,000. Guid-
ance and a downloadable Business Owner’s
Clean Indoor Air Compliance Toolkit,
frequently asked - questions and exception
request forms are available at www.health.
